Intro to Art  

Practice your basic art skills in drawing, painting, sculpture, and more.  Discover the art and artists from diverse eras and

Come and learn an orchestra instrument.  Orchestra instruments are violin, viola, cello, and double bass.  Pick an instrument to 
play, learn the basics, and play with your classmates!  No experience is required! Just a love for music and an interest in playing 
an instrument.  Performances in two after-school concerts are required per semester. (Students can be placed in Intermediate 
or Advanced Orchestra upon teacher recommendation). 

Choir 

Explore singing with a choir! Even if you think you can't sing, this is the place to discover your talents and harmonize with your 
peers! There will be two required evening performances. 

Theatre  

Want to be an actor? Learn about the stage and how to perform both in groups and on your own.

  Computer Science Discoveries
